A. Are you under 5 years of age?

B. Are you under 19 years of age and taking long-term aspirin or salicylate-containing
medications?

C. Areyou pregnant or within 2 weeks after giving birth?

D. Are you currently on supplemental oxygen therapy or have a condition which
requires oxygen therapy? Examples include but are not limited to COPD,
emphysema, cystic fibrosis, congestive heart failure, sleep apnea.

E. Do you have a history of a strep complication such as abscess around the tonsils or
neck, sinus infections, ear infections, acute rheumatic fever, post-strep reactive
arthritis, scarlet fever, toxic shock syndrome, acute glomerulonephritis (an
inflammatory kidney disease), and pediatric autoimmune neuropsychiatric
disorder?

F. Do you have an immunocompromising condition caused by a medical condition or
treatment which may result in moderate to severe immunocompromise? Examples
include but are not limited to:

a. Active cancer treatment for tumors or cancers of the blood

b. Receipt of an organ transplant and taking medicine to suppress the immune
system

c. Receipt of a stem cell transplant within the last 2 years or taking medicine
to suppress the immune system

d. Moderate or severe primary immunodeficiency (e.g., DiGeorge syndrome,
Wiskott-Aldrich syndrome)

e. Advanced or untreated HIV infection

f. Active treatment with high-dose corticosteroids or other drugs that may
suppress your immune response.
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
